To form a yes/ no question, start with the verb, you can use
Mochtest du...? ( would you like...?) or Willst du...? (do you
want..?

Remember to put the infinitive to the end.

e.g. Mochtest du schwimmen gehen?
Willst du FuBball spielen?

Be careful with o and 6 — they
are different sounds in German/

To pronounce the 6-sound,
say “ay” asin day , while
continuing to make this
sound, tightly round your lips
— the resulting sound is the 6
sound.
