Common misconceptions:
In Y7 we learnt to say because by using the word denn. This is 
nice and easy and doesn’t change word order.

The word weil also means ‘because’ but it changes the word 
order by sending the verb to the end of the sentence. 
Remember! “Vile is so vile, the verb runs a mile.” It is also called 
a verb scarer as it scares the verb to the end of the sentence.
