
Common Misconceptions

1. The number “uno” becomes 
“un” when it goes before a noun.
E.G Tengo un hermano

2.  In Spanish, we use the verb 
“to have” for ages. So, we say 
“Tengo diez años” to say “I am 10 
years old”, even though it 
literally means  “I have 10 years”.

Phonics:
ñ sounds like ny or the “gn” in 

lasagna
años señor español



¿ Cuándo es tu cumpleaños When is your birthday?

Common misconceptions:
Months don’t have a capital letter 

in Spanish

Phonics:
ll sounds more like y

me llamo se llama



¿ De qué color son tus ojos? What colour are your eyes?

¿ Cómo es tu pelo? What is your hair like?

Grammar
Did you notice that the 
adjectives for describing eyes 
end in s. That is because they 
are plural adjectives.

Phonics:
j sounds more like a H only 

raspier 
los ojos junio julio

Common misconceptions:
In Spanish  we include the 
definite article (el pelo
OR los ojos ) to talk 
about hair and eyes. Also 
the adjectives follow the 
noun.
E.g.Tengo los ojos azules
literally means I have the 
eyes blue
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
