Your teachers are putting a lot of effort into giving you feedback on your work.  
They give you feedback roughly once every 4 lessons.

It’s really important you read this feedback so you know what you have done 
well and how you can improve.

This guide shows you how to find a teacher’s feedback in case you are not sure.
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When you login to ClassCharts, you will see this screen.
Click “Homework” to go to the homework section

Laptop view Mobile view
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In the Homework section, you will see any work that you need to do under “To Do”
Any feedback will either be under the section called ‘Completed’ or ‘Submitted’

Click on the small down arrows to the left of the text to expand these.
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If a piece of homework has a yellow “Feedback” icon, this means your teacher has left you some feedback 
on your work.  To view this feedback, open up the homework task.

Laptop view 
click the icon to the left of the homework name.

Mobile view
click anywhere in the box
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At the bottom of the window, 
you will see “My 
Attachments”, this is the work 
that you have uploaded.

Under this, you will find the 
teacher’s feedback.
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Don’t forget: if your teacher issued the work more than one week ago, you will 
not see the feedback unless you change the issue date. Y9
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
