VERBS IN THE PRESENT TENSE

Regular -er Verbs
Verbs are 'doing’ words, such as to run, to walk, to eat etc.

When you look up a verb in French, you need to look for the infinitive
form, which always ends in -er: jouer (to play).

Next:
1. remove the -er.
2. take the stem, e.g.jou and add the correct ending according to the
pronoun (je, tu, il etc). All regular verbs follow the same pattern:

manger To play Endings
Je joue I play -e
Tu joues (singular)  You play -es
Il/elle/ joue He/she plays -e
Nous jouons We play -ons
Vous jouez (plural)  You play -ez
Ils/elles jouent They (masculine / -ent
feminine) play

Regular -er verbs we already know:

parler to talk
Jjouer to play
habiter to live
